NATIONAL UNIVERSITY OF MONGOLIA

The National University of Mongolia (NUM) is a major intellectual center with
6 schools, 2 local schools, 3 national institutes, and other research centers, as well as
undergraduate and graduate students, scholars and faculty staff.

During its historical development, the National University of Mongolia has
made a significant contribution to the foundation of the higher education system in
Mongolia by establishing six new universities: currently known as the Mongolian State
University of Education, the Mongolian University of Life Sciences, the Mongolian
National University of Medical Sciences, the Mongolian University of Science and
Technology, the University of the Humanities, and the Khovd University.

We have set a goal to reach a competitive level with other regional institutions
by changing our policy attitudes as the global educational and scientific demands are
changing, as well as national and international criteria and standards are getting higher
with a goal to reach an international level.

The vision of the National University of Mongolia was defined in the Strategic
Plan for the Development for 2016-2024 as “The vision of the National University
of Mongolia is to become a world-class university. As a result, in 2024, the National
University of Mongolia will become a leading research university within the region
based on the liberal art, and will be among the top 100 universities in Asia.” We are
working to achieve this goal by defining our strategic priorities.

INTERNATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF URBAN LANGUAGE STUDIES

The International Association of Urban Language Studies (IAULS) is a non-
profit civil organisation registered in the Macao Special Administrative Region of China.
“The purpose of the Association is to gather linguists, language educators, scholars of
linguistics and related professionals to carry out scientific research and exchanges in
the field of language and writing, in order to promote the development of language
sciences, the development of interdisciplinary research in language sciences and urban
sciences, as well as the popularisation and application of related scientific knowledge”.
The Inaugural Meeting of the Society was held on 12 August 2016 in Nanjing, China
and the Bureau of the Society was elected. Subsequently, the meeting discussed and
decided on the name of the Society, elected the organisational structure of the Society
including the President, the Council and the Supervisory Board. Professor Xu Daming
was elected as the first President of the International Society of Urban Languages,
Professor Guo Jun was elected as Chairman of the Board of Directors, Dr Zhang
Jingwei was elected as Chairman of the Supervisory Board, and Professor Bao Lianqun
was elected as Chairman of the Bureau of the General Assembly. Professor Hans Van
de Velde was elected as the second President of the Society, Professor Badma-odsar

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as the Chairperson of the Bureau, and Professor Li Suqiong as the Chairperson of the
Supervisory Board. The International Society for Urban Languages was founded on the
basis of The International Network of Urban Language Studies (INULS).

The International Network for Urban Language Studies (INULS) was
established in 2008, with support from the International Institute for Asian Studies (IIAS)
in the Netherlands and the Center for Chinese Language Strategy Research (CCLASS)
at Nanjing University. Research on language urbanization was initiated by Professor
Xu Daming, who founded the Laboratory of Sociolinguistics at Nanjing University in
2003. The LSNU started the Urban Language Seminar (ULS) series, which has been
held in China, Germany, the Netherlands and Japan, with conference organisors such
as Nanjing University, Fudan University, Leiden University, Utrecht University, the
City University of Hong Kong, Prefectural University of Hiroshima, Inner Mongolia
University, Nanjing Xiaozhuang University, Institute for the German Language

Speech Community as Self-organization

Xu Daming
Nanjing University

The research on speech community is fraught with issues of modernity,
superdiversity and social constructionism. In a modernity perspective, the speech
community is seen as an artifact in remote past that does not belong to the modern world.
In grappling with the superdiversity of the contemporary world, some researchers seem
to have lost interest in speech community as a relevant fact or stable system. In social
constructionist approaches, speech communities tend to become contentions of power
or social representation.

The present study addresses the above issues by focusing on facts and questions
in the delineations of linguistics and by invoking the theories of self-organization in
complexity science. The linguistic questions about the formation and transformation
of language and speech community are answered with the analysis and synthesis of
findings from sociolinguistics investigations (Xu 2004/2016, 2015).

The concept of self-organization has been well utilized in multiple disciplines
but it is still foreign to most linguists. This is because mainstream linguistics remains
a paradigm of static approaches. Various accounts and theories about its research
object all see it as a fixed system, either for contingency reasons or as an essentialist
understanding.

In addressing the issues of modernity, superdiversity and constructionism
in the research of speech community, the present study invokes the theory of self-
organization. The theory is applied to the synthesis of a range of research findings
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in linguistic urbanization, speech community formation and language management.
Based on the synthesis, the Speech Community Theory is aligned with that of self-
organization in complexity science. As a result, speech community as a system of
speakers integrates into the complex system of language. The more unified account
dwells on the core significance of linguistics while leaving some of the previous issues
superfluous.
